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EDITORIAL

A Revista Amazoénica chega a seu terceiro ano apresentando artigos instigan-
tes nas areas de arqueologia, antropologia biolégica e antropologia social, vatios
deles cruzando fronteiras disciplinares para melhor abordar seus objetos de es-
tudo. Das aulas magnas proferidas por Ricardo Ventura dos Santos (Fiocruz) e
Fabiola Andrea Silva (MAE-USP), por ocasido da abertura do Programa de Pos-
-Graduacio em Antropologia - PPGA/UFPA em 2010, foram produzidos dois
artigos especialmente interessantes. Enquanto Ventura Santos se debruca sobre
a histéria da Antropologia fisica/biolégica no Brasil, lembrando que a falta de
memoria que caracteriza o campo deve ser revista, possibilitando caminhos de
didlogo com os demais sub-campos da disciplina, Fabiola Silva e seus colabora-
dores nos mostram a riqueza da pesquisa colaborativa em terra indigena, onde
arqueologia e antropologia social se cruzam. A interculturalidade, celebrada nesse
artigo, ¢ ponto de partida para que Adriana Paola Paredes Pefafiel ¢ Guilherme
Radomsky reflitam sobre a intolerancia que leva a conflitos sobre controle de
recursos e territorios, no Peru.

A arqueologia faz-se presente neste nimero com trés artigos ¢ um relatério de
pesquisa, onde sio apresentadas novas abordagens para problemas ja correntes
na disciplina. E o caso dos conceitos de fases e tradicées, que nio dio conta de
explicar a vasta dispersio da fase Koriabo, que ¢ objeto de reflexdo por parte de
Mariana Cabral.

A arqueoastronomia aplicada aos registros rupestres de Monte Alegre, por Chris
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Davis traz um sopro de renovagao a esse campo de pesquisa em geral tao descri-
tivo e de dificil interpretacio. O mesmo se pode dizer do artigo sobre os bancos
de ceramica Marajoara, resultado de uma pesquisa com diversos acervos e que
propde novas leituras sobre esse objeto tdo peculiar dos povos do Marajo. Ja
Joanna Troufflard contribui com um olhar importante sobre cole¢des e os co-
lecionadores, visto esse ser um tema tio proximo dos arquedlogos, mas poucas
vezes pensado a partir da 6tica dos colecionadores.

A edi¢@o ainda conta com noticias de pesquisa, resumos de teses e dissertacoes e
resenhas de livros. Além, ¢ claro, de dois ensaios fotograficos belissimos de Paula
Lacerda e de Aristételes Barcelos Neto, o primeiro sobre populagdes da tran-
samazonica, e o segundo sobre um interessante ritual funerario no alto Xingu,
realizado de acordo com a constelagao das pléiades.

Desejamos a todos uma excelente leitura.

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EDITORIAL

Amazonica reaches its third year presenting provocative articles in the areas of
archeology, biological anthropology and social anthropology, many of them
crossing disciplinary boundaries to better address their subjects. Lectures by Ri-
cardo Ventura dos Santos (Fiocruz) and Fabiola Andrea Silva (MAE-USP), at
the opening of the Graduate Program in Anthropology - PPGA / UFPA in
2010, resulted in two especially interesting articles. While Ventura Santos looks
at the history of anthropology physical / biological in Brazil, noting that the lack of
memory that characterizes the field must be revised, allowing paths of dialogue with
other subfields of the discipline, Fabiola Silva and her collaborators have shown the
wealth of collaborative research in indigenous lands, where archeology and social an-
thropology intersect. Interculturality, celebrated in this article, is the starting point for
Adriana Paola Pefafiel and Guilherme Radomsky reflecting on the intolerance that
leads to conflict over control of resources and land in Peru.

Archacology is present in this issue with three articles and a research report, which are
presented as new approaches to current problems in the discipline. Such are the con-
cepts of phases and traditions, which do not account to explain the wide dispersion of
Koriabo phase, which is the subject of reflection by Mariana Cabral.
Archaeoastronomy is applied to the study of rock paintings in Monte Alegre, by Chris
Davis, who brings a breath of renewal to this field of research in general so descriptive
and difficult to interpret. The same can be said of the article on Marajoara pottery sto-
ols, the result of a study of various collections which proposes new readings for these
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peculiar objects found in Marajé. Joanna Trouftlard, on her turn, contributes a major
look on collections and collectors, as this is a subject so close to the archaeologists, but
rarely considered from the collectors perspective.

The issue also has current research reports, abstracts of theses and dissertations
and book reviews. Besides, of course, two beautiful photo essays by Paula La-
cerda and Aristoteles Barcelos Neto, the first on the Trans-Amazonian highway
populations, and the second about an interesting funerary ritual in the upper
Xingu, performed according to the constellation of the Pleiades.

We wish you all an excellent reading experience.
