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Sinopse: Este video trata sobre a pesca artesanal utilizando o buzio nos rios do municipio de
Tracuateua, visibilizando seu funcionamento, os saberes presentes, as relacdes que nela estdo
construidas e contidas a partir do territério. Tracuateua localiza-se no nordeste do Estado do
Para, Amazobnia Oriental. Pessoas que desenvolvem a pesca com buzio foram entrevistadas.
Essa pesca é praticada para o autoconsumo familiar. Na pesca com o bizio os saberes estdo
associados ao modo como se pesca de povos que vivem na Amazbnia e mantém suas
tradicdes na sua forma de viver e lidar com o mundo humano e ndo humano. A partir das
praticas territoriais vé-se uma compreensdo da apropriacdo do espaco, representadas pelas
territorialidades expressas nas diferentes estratégias estabelecidas no movimento da pesca
com o blzio as quais desenvolvem um patriménio cultural sustentado pelo saber/fazer de
geracdes.

Synopsis: This video is about artisanal fishing using conch shells in the rivers of the
municipality of Tracuateua, visualizing its operation, the knowledge present, and the
relationships built and contained within it from the territory. Tracuateua is located northeast
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of the State of Para, Eastern Amazon, Brazil. People who use conch shells for fishing were
interviewed. This kind of fishing is practiced for family selfconsumption. In fishing with
conch, knowledge is associated with the fishing activity of people who live in the Amazon
and maintain their traditions in their way of living and dealing with the human and non-
human world. From territorial practices, we see an understanding of the appropriation of
space, represented by territorialities expressed in the different strategies established in the
fishing with conch shells movement which develop a cultural heritage sustained by the
knowledge/doing of generations.
